In my reading today a paragraph stood out from Thursday, July 19, 2012, one week past that unfortunate day:

“The last couple of days | have been looking though photos to purchase of trucks for Metro Expedite’s
website. In the mix there have been many photos of car crashes or even cars on fire. My thoughts continue to
go to a desire to be in one.”

Six weeks later, to the day, | was in a car on fire. | still remember the thoughts | had that all | had to do was wait in the
car and life would be over. The engine compartment was well engulfed in flames, but only smoke was seeping into
where | was. | had too much time to get out, so obviously | did.

Then | read one of the few things | have from my wife from that time. It seems like she was fabricating ideas to
rationalize or have for legal defense. She was putting up walls, and yes it hurt then as it does now. But | think she knew
then and hope she knows now that this clumsy man is still wholeheartedly in love with her and has never sought her
harm, but only blessing.

However, considering the cowardly model set before her and my kids by Jim Cross, Chris Bitterman, Render Caines, the
leadership of Meadowview and Covenant Presbyterian, | don’t see much hope for obedience to the Lord and acting in
love to pursue reconciliation. All | see is Meadowview sending the police, my wife and Jim Cross turning to their lord the
state, and the unwillingness to engage in dialog. “Hail Victory”.
